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The CookSurface requires adequate air supply to fully 
function. Using a Hole Saw or Jigsaw cut out an area min. 
500 x 50 mm or of equivalent area. Screw the supplied 
air intake grill over the space. We recommend the space 
above the toekick, but any externally ventilated area out of 
sight is adequate. Ensure the grill is not covered.
